Captain Ian Parkinson of the SLOPD brought us up to date on the current state of crime in SLO city.  He stated most police calls are alcohol related such as assaults, acquaintance rapes and party noise.  He related the details of the recent arrest of multiple bank robbery suspects.  The SLOPD has 50% new employees since 2003.  There have been many retirements in the last 5 years and the department has been successful in recruiting experienced people, mostly from other law enforcement agencies in the county.  The passage of Measure Y, the sales tax increase, has enabled the department to add four basic officers, a new traffic officer, an added dispatcher, and a an administrative lieutenant.  There is also added technology in the form of new computers and video cameras in patrol cars.  Capt. Parkinson(s goals are to make the department more responsive to neighborhood calls, improve traffic safety and the building of a new dispatch center.
