Program:


We had a two-part program, first by Circle K and followed by Lt. Governor Maxwell. Joy Peterson, Cal Poly faculty advisor to Circle K, spoke as did Circle K president Now Mora and Sergeant at Arms Sara Wright. They summarized the club’s activities this school year.


There are 10 active members in the club and they meet weekly. They are pursuing partnering with other campus groups on some projects (recent Feed the Homeless serving by Latino fraternity). Activities have included the Alzheimer’s Awareness Walk and Make a Difference Day.


They are doing an upcoming fundraiser dubbed “Take Out the Trash Day” on November 19. They try to have one event a week in order to attract more members. They ended with an offer of help to our club such as Dallidet Adobe and Feed the Homeless.


Lt. Governor Maxwell reported on Division activities. The International President will be in Fresno on December 2 and tickets for the lunch are $30 (or $25 for a table for 10). The Division Governor will be at the Atascadero Lake Pavilion On March 4 for an 11 a.m. address and lunch following at noon. Tickets are $25.


A Division project is the “child spree” to be held prior to next year’s school beginning at Mervyn’s. Each child gets $100 for school cloths and supplies, sponsored in part by United Way as well as Kiwanis and Mervyn’s. Last year 230 children were served but Lt. Governor Maxwell wants to exceed that number this year. This is a two-day project and volunteers are always needed to assist the kids on their shopping trip. Volunteers will receive a pancake breakfast one morning.
