Program Speaker:  Our very own Cathy was our program speaker and shared with us some of her experiences when she visited Puerto Vallarta on a mission in November 2006. She was one of five from her church who participated in this nine-day effort. Cathy showed dozens of images as she described her experiences.

Cathy and her group worked in a village about 30 minutes from Puerto Vallarta with the local pastor and his family. They repaired the roof on his house among other handyman tasks including repairs and construction on the church. They also distributed blankets, toiletries and toys at hospitals. The church has a feeding program for children where the group lent a helping hand.

The church serves families from the “dumping grounds”. Cathy said, “It was poverty unlike any I have ever seen.” In the afternoons, the missionaries taught vocational Bible school to 40-100 children on any given day. The missionaries pooled their money daily and bought food for the children who otherwise would not eat that day.

Cathy concluded by saying that the Mexican government doesn’t want anyone to know about the “dumping grounds” situation so hers was the first missionary visit ever.
