Program Speaker: Roger J. introduced Claudette Ready, an expert on long-term care insurance. She worked in admissions at Cabrillo Care Center for 21 years and has a 40-year career in long-term care. She shared that the main reason people might need long-term care insurance is to protect assets such as a home and savings. 

Whereas one in a 100 loses their home to fire and one in a hundred total their car, three out of four people will require long-term care. An average nursing home costs $5000-$6000 a month so if out of pocket, can use assets quickly. She advised that we should consider family history of dementia and Alzheimer’s disease when considering long-term care insurance.

Long-term care insurance provides choices of where we receive our care. The amount of the daily benefit is very importance (i.e. $175/day). Spousal discounts are often available and we should shop for benefits first, then price. She currently insures people from 30 to 74 years old. The two biggest claims are dementia and cancer.
